Arts award looks good on your UCAS application because it shows that you can be 
creative and gives you an opportunity to show how you have applied your leadership skills.  

General overview of the course 

The Silver Arts Award is a Level 2 Award in the Arts presented by Trinity College London. It is equivalent to a GCSE qualification. There 
is no prescribed content so you get to choose the art form and the skills that you want to learn. Along the way you will set yourself 
challenged and continually evaluate your progress.
